Greenwave – ASED


(At School and Engaged Daily)


Students are expected to be in attendance daily.  More than the maximum days absent stated in the Code of Conduct for the year may result in legal and academic consequences.


Students may only have eight (8) parent notes (for the full academic year) from a parent to excuse absences. 


All other excuses must be accompanied by a doctor or legal note only.   


Students with five (5) or more unexcused absences, the student and a parent must meet with the district attendance officer, the principal (or his/her designee), and the juvenile probation officer for an Early Warning Meeting.  


Attendance at the Early Warning Meeting is mandatory, unless previous arrangements have been made with the District Attendance Officer or there is an emergency.  


No earlier than the 7th unexcused absence, but within 10 unexcused absences, a petition will be filed against the student and parent/guardian, if appropriate.


The school attendance officer will contact parents by phone and/or letter regarding absences.  Please contact Dr. Jane Coleman for attendance concerns.


Per the student handbook, appropriate action will be taken for excessive tardies.
