· Proof of legal guardianship if you do not live with your parents or if your parent’s name is not on birth certificate.  A copy of divorce decree is needed so JHS can follow court guidelines and protect students.  Temporary guardianship must be settled through a lawyer.
· Valid Alabama Immunization Form  (“Blue Card”) & Alabama’s State Health Form 
· Completed Enrollment Form
· Address and phone number of previous school
· Home Language Survey/Technology Agreement signed by student & guardian.
