7.  Occupational Outlook – (Is there a demand for this job?)
8.  Advantages/Disadvantages – (Your opinion about what’s good or bad about this job)
9.  Why I Like It – (Personal skills and reasons you like this occupation)
10. What Can I Do Now? – (Things you can do now and in the next few years to prepare)
