Financial Aid Workshop – Oct 25th from 4:00 pm to 6:30 pm.  Items needed to complete the FAFSA include: 2017 Tax Return and W-2 Information, Driver’s License, Social Security Number, Untaxed income information (such as VA disability, child support paid and received), Email addresses and passwords, FSA ID and passwords.
You must have an ACT or SAT score before you are admitted or before applying for scholarships to a four-year university.  Your application for admission and scholarships should be completed as soon as possible.  Deadline for most universities is December 1st.  

Remember in order to receive institutional scholarships (those awarded directly by the universities themselves) you must complete an application for admission and scholarship application.
