Procedures and Syllabus for Mrs. Braisted’s Class

10th Grade US History
Course Overview:   This course is designed to teach citizenship and the foundations of government.  Second semester we will begin economics which will focus on the global economy as well as teach personal finance.  
Topics/Standards/Objectives Covered:   
1 .Contrast effects of economic, geographic, social, and political conditions before and after European explorations of the fifteenth through seventeenth centuries on Europeans, American colonists, and indigenous Americans.

2. Compare various early English settlements and colonies on the basis of economics, geography, culture, government, and Native American relations.  Examples: three colonial regions, colonies of settlement versus colonies of exploitation, religious beliefs

3 .Trace the chronology of events leading to the American Revolution, including the French and Indian War, the Stamp Act, the Boston Tea Party, the Intolerable Acts, the Battles of Lexington and Concord, the publication of Common Sense, and the Declaration of Independence.

4. Describe the political system of the United States based on the Constitution and the Bill of Rights.

5. Identify key cases that helped shape the United States Supreme Court, including Marbury versus Madison, McCullough versus Maryland, and Cherokee Nation versus Georgia.

6. Describe relations of the United States with Britain and France from 1781 to 1823, including the XYZ Affair, the War of 1812, and the Monroe Doctrine.

7. Describe the development of a distinct culture within the United States between the American Revolution and the Civil War, including the impact of the Second Great Awakening and writings of James Fenimore Cooper, Henry David Thoreau, and Edgar Allan Poe.

8. Trace the development of efforts to abolish slavery prior to the Civil War.

9. Summarize major legislation and court decisions from 1800 to 1861 that led to increasing sectionalism, including the Missouri Compromise of 1820, the Compromise of 1850, the Fugitive Slave Act, the Kansas-Nebraska Act, and the Dred Scott decision.

10. Describe how the course, character, and effects of the Civil War influenced the United States.

11. Contrast congressional and presidential reconstruction plans, including African-American political participation.

PROCEDURES:

1.  Bring all materials to class.  These include textbook, notebook, paper, and a pen or pencil.  All distracters such as mirrors, makeup, drawings, magazines, and brushes must be left alone.

2.  Students are expected to follow all rules outlined by the Coffee County Code of Student Behavior, ZCHS Student Handbook and obey the Dress Code.  Students will treat all people and property with respect.  

3.They will keep a notebook with notes and selected work, which will be graded at the end of each chapter and will count as a major test grade.    

4.  Make-up work must be completed within three days of their return to school from an excused absence.   It is the student’s responsibility to collect missed work.  Assignments will not be accepted late!  If a student is only out on the day of the test it must be made up the next day when they return. Students will always be missing work in my class.  Assignments are kept on file and parents are encouraged to view their child’s folder or grade.  

5.  Students  are expected to come into the room quietly and remain seated at all times.  The ZCHS tardy policy will be followed at all times.  The only tardies excused are those with a pass or note. Being on time means being responsible for yourself and your actions. Students should not ask me to be late for class.
6.  Bathroom passes will be given out rarely.  Students are suppose to go between classes.  Students often miss work and disrupt class by using the restroom.  

7.  Pencils should be sharpened before class begins.  Students should never sharpen pencils during discussion or roll call.  

8.  Students are expected to be quiet in the hallway, keep a straight line, and keep their hands to themselves.   Misbehavior in the hall will not be tolerated.  

9.  Fire and tornado drills are not to be taken lightly.  Students will exit together, in a straight line, and sit right outside of the room for a tornado.  They will go out the nearest side door for a fire and out toward the baseball field. All students must stay together and keep their eyes on me for instructions.

10.  Grade Scale-

9 weeks Test- 15%

Chapter/Standards Tests-50% 

Homework/Daily Grades- 35%
11.  Advanced government will be taught at a different pace with more enrichment activities then the regular class.  This doesn’t mean more work, just more advanced assignments.  Ex. research based projects
