Library Expectations

1. While in the computer lab; no streaming of video, music, games etc. unless approved by the librarian and classroom teacher.

4. Bring all necessary materials to the library. You will always need pens or pencils, notebooks, etc.

7. Be quiet while your teacher or I am speaking to your class; also remain quiet when a fellow classmate has the floor. (This also applies when we have visitors speaking to your class or to your teacher or librarian.)

10. Pay attention in the library and do not distract others from learning.

12. You must have a pass signed by your teacher and an administrator to visit the library without your class. You are responsible for obtaining your work from your classroom teacher if you are absent. I will be available to help you complete your assignment if I am not busy with another class or task that I must complete.
