1.  TYPE OF BOOK (underline one)    FICTION        NON-FICTION
Check fiction for all novels (FIC on the book's spine); non-fiction for biographies and books with a number on the spine.  
· What type of novel is it?  (adventure, fantasy, historical, horror, mystery, romance, science fiction, war story, western story, etc.) 

· Decide where the book's emphasis lies and explain.  What is the most important?  Characters, plot, or theme?  Explain why "all" is not an answer. 

2.  SETTING / PLACE:  Be specific and use short "phrases" from the book to back up your claim.  Not America, but a small midwestern town called Mayberry.
3.  SETTING / TIME:  Again, be specific and use short "phrases" from the book; list your clues!  Look in the book for dates, or for hints of the date (if they're driving Model-Ts...etc) Give your reasoning for your date (as, students were protesting and having sit ins over whether we should be in the Vietnam War so its setting is probably in the 1960s)
4.  LEAD:  Copy the first sentence in the book word for word.  Use quotation marks.
5.   TOLD IN THE (FIRST, SECOND, OR THIRD PERSON):  "Person" here means that the language indicates THROUGH WHOSE EYES you see the action in the book.

Note:  If someone is speaking to another, and says "I like you", that is not first person.  In first person, a character tells us what's going on in his own words:  "Call me Ishmael.  I was born..."  In third person we see the situation from the outside:  "The town (it) was silent...He walked stiffly to the door."  Second person is rarely used; perhaps a "how to" book would use it:  "(You) Beat eggs to a stiff consistency."
6. PROTAGONIST:  Who is the story or novel's central character?  This person may or may not be a hero.  
7.  ANTAGONISTS:  Who are the characters or forces that try to stop or thwart the protagonist or main character?  Identify them and show what they do to block the protagonist.  The antagonist can be a "force of nature (as in Jack London's To Build a Fire, in which a man fights frigid weather while trying to light a fire from a single match to keep from freezing to death)."  
8.  THE MAIN or CENTRAL CHARACTER:  Identify the main character and then follow the action of the book and in #9, identify the main events in his/her life and then show what is revealed about his/her characteristics or personality.  FIND WORDS IN THE BOOK that indicate what kind of person they are or their character whenever possible; use quotation marks to show the difference between "ideas from the book" and your own ideas.  
Ex:      As a young girl, Cathy loves Heathcliff and can be herself with him.  devoted, loyal, authentic
            Cathy is attracted to the social life and company of her neighbors.  comfort, friendship
            By marrying, Cathy casts aside her feelings and her strong passions.  security, confined, boxed in
