Library Rules:

1. All students not accompanied by a teacher must have a pass.

2. No food, drink, or gum allowed.

3. No sitting on tabletops, or leaning in chairs.

4. Students should be studying or reading.

5. Students who are sent to the library for collaborative work must work as quietly as possible, and must not disturb other students.

6. Students may talk, however their conversation must not be loud and must not disturb other library patrons.

7. When leaving the library students must have permission from Mrs. Turman or their teacher. 

8. Students must have a signed Internet Agreement form on file in the office before they will be allowed to use the Internet.(Reference SHS Student Handbook, 2009-2010)

9. Students who fail to return library books within the 2-week loan period will not exercise any other library privileges or receive report cards until their overdue book is returned and all fines are paid.  

10. Students are asked to alert Mrs. Turman to any book damage before checking out library books.  Students who do not abide by this rule and return books damaged will be required to pay for the book before any other library privileges are exercised! Report card will be held for damaged books. (Reference SHS Student Handbook, 2016-17)
11. Lost books will be paid for before students will exercise any other library privilege.  Report cards will be held until lost books are paid for.(Reference SHS Student Handbook, 2016-17)
12. Damaged bar code labels will cost 25 cents per bar code label. (Reference SHS Student Handbook, 2016-17)
13. Copies made on the library color printer will cost 25 per copy/picture.
