
The Five People You Meet in Heaven 

Summer Reading Project—50 points 

Necessary Supplies: 

1. Quarter sheet of poster board or other sturdy surface (i.e. core board, etc.) 

2. Markers, glue, scissors (anything you need for creativity) 

3. Photographs, magazine cutouts, pics from the internet, etc. 

Project: 

On the poster, you will make a storyboard collage of the five people you think YOU would 

meet in Heaven.  Consider why you would meet the people you would, what lessons you think 

they would teach you, and what their Heavens would look like.  All of this needs to be reflected 

on the poster.  (NOTE: you can include people who are still alive and/or people you’ve never 

met…be creative!  Think of how Albom did this in the book.)   

On the back of the poster board, write an explanation for each of your people, letting me know 

who each is, and explaining his/her lesson and Heaven to me.  Keep this short and sweet; bullet 

points are fine.  However, the written portion is very important because you will not be 

presenting this, so I will use your writing as a guide to understand your project. 

Scoring: 

Grading will be reflected in clear/relevant use of setting and symbolism, neatness, visual 

appeal/quality of work, effort, and thoroughness of completion.  This project is a good time for 

creativity! 

NOTE: a collage surface should be completely covered; you may choose the size of your 

project, but no smaller than a ¼ of a sheet of poster board and no larger than ½ a sheet.  

Obviously a ¼ sheet will have less space to cover. 

NOTE: photographs of your chosen people are great!...BUT you need more than just a sheet of 

pics of your favorite friends.  I need to see some symbolic representations and setting because 

that’s what shows your critical thinking.  A project that has unclear/insufficient symbolic 

representation and setting will result in a lowered grade.
