Prom Rules/Guidelines

ÅEach guest must be sponsored by and attend the 
prom with a junior or senior student currently 
enrolled at LHS.  Only one guest per student.  The 
LHS sponsoring student assumes all responsibility 
for the guest.

ÅCost of tickets for each jr/srclass member is $50.  
Tickets for non-jr/srclassmemberdates are $25.

Prom Rules/Guidelines

ÅIf the guest is a former LHS student, he/she 
must not have pending discipline at the time 
of withdrawal from LHS.

ÅLHS Administration reserves the right to 
refuse admission to and/or remove any guest 
from the event.

ÅNo person under grade 9 or older than 21 may 
attend as a guest.



Dress Code for Females

ÅDresses should be modestly cut in the front so as 
not to show too much cleavage.  Plunging 
necklines are not allowed.  No front cut outs at 
the bust or midriff are allowed.

ÅTwo-piece, see-through tops, or bra-type dresses 
are not acceptable

ÅNo mesh that attaches a bra top to a skirt 
bottom, thus making it a one-piece dress is 
acceptable.  Dresses may not be cut below the 
bust line on the sides.



Dress Code for Females

ÅMidriffs should not be exposed.  No sheer 
fabric giving the illusion of a two-piece dress is 
allowed.

ÅSlits on the side, front or back should be no 
higher than finger-tip length in a standing 
position.

ÅUndergarments should be covered by the 
dress and should not be visible.



Dress Code for Females

ÅAll dress alterations must be permanent.  No 
quick fixes at the door will be made in order to 
meet dress code.

ÅAll dresses must be appropriate length, mid-
thigh or longer

Dress Code for Males

ÅAppropriate footwear must be worn at all 
times.

ÅNo cut-off shirts, t-sirts, or tank tops may be 
worn under the suit jacket as the suit shirt.

ÅNon-formal headwear will not be allowed:  
baseball caps, do-rags, bandanas, etc.

ÅExpected attire for gentlemen is a dress shirt 
& tie, suit & tie, or tuxedo.

ÅPants should fit appropriately and should be 
worn at the waist.
