IMMUNIZATIONS

Goal: To provide a safe and healthy environment for all students in Lawrence County Schools, by requiring a current Alabama Department of Public Health Certificate of Immunization (Blue Slip) for every student prior to entering school each school year as mandated by the Code of Alabama..
 Immunization Requirement: Every new student entering pre-k, kindergarten or 1st grade is required to present a current Certificate of Immunization (Blue Slip) prior to enrollment. Currently enrolled students who are re-entering the higher grades must have a valid, current Certificate of Immunization (Blue Slip) on file at their school. 
The school nurse will maintain all Immunization records, and will notify the parent/guardian of any student whose Certificate of Immunization has expired or is not current based on guidelines set forth by the Alabama Department of Public Health and the Code of Alabama.

420-6-1-.02 General Provisions.

(l) The board of education and the governing authority of each private school shall

require each pupil, prior to entering kindergarten or first grade or prior to re-entering the higher grades of the schools of Alabama, to present a Certificate of Immunization for the prevention of diseases listed in 420-6-1-.03 (Code of Alabama, 1975, §16-30-4.). The Certificate of Immunization will be on a form approved by the Alabama Department of Public Health.
