Staying Safe on the School Bus





Over 374,000 students ride Alabama buses to and from school each day, traveling over 442,000 miles. This calculates to over 67 million students riding annually and traveling approximately 80 million miles. Just about every MES student will ride a school bus sometime during the school year.  Many ride twice each day.  Others just when their class takes a field trip. We want every trip to be a safe one!
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Students play an important part in keeping everyone on the bus safe.  Yelling, throwing things, bothering others, hanging out windows, and other disruptive behavior distracts the driver and makes the trip dangerous for everyone.


Here are a few simple rules every student is expected to follow every time he/she rides the bus: 


Always SIT on the seat with your back against the seatback and FACING FORWARD.


STAY in the seat assigned to you – don’t move from seat to seat.


Keep ALL parts of your body INSIDE the bus at all times – even when it’s standing still.


NEVER THROW ANYTHING out the window or inside the bus.


Keep your hands to yourself ~ Don’t bother other students while loading or unloading.


Keep the aisles clear at all times and never block the emergency door.


Remember:  No gum, candy, or food on the bus.


And always FOLLOW THE DRIVER’S INSTRUCTIONS !!!


Riding the bus is a privilege…those who make the trip dangerous for others by violating rules and expectations will be suspended from the bus and can face other school disciplinary actions.  This includes misbehavior while waiting for the bus – whether at a bus stop or at school.

Dress Code Reminders





Shorts, skirts, and dresses must be at least mid-thigh in length.  


Tops worn with tights/leggings also need to be at least mid-thigh.


No spaghetti straps, muscle shirts, or bare midriffs.  


All shirts must be tucked in and students should wear belts.  


No oversized clothing – especially no big t-shirts or pants that do not fit at the waist.


No clothing that advertises or promotes tobacco, alcohol, drugs, or violence.


Students should not bring TOYS, tapes or CDs, CD or tape players, gameboys or similar devices, cell phones, etc. to school.














More Traffic Safety Reminders





  Please encourage your child to practice good safety habits by Stopping, Looking and Listening before crossing any streets and by always waiting for the OK to go if an adult is present. 





  Drive SLOWLY and CAREFULLY at all times – despite our best efforts, children don’t always Stop, Look and Listen before crossing the street.





  Be aware that children cross Woodward Road and Parkwood Street each morning and afternoon.





   Remember that Parkwood Street is ONE-WAY.  Traffic should never turn LEFT when coming out of the drive at the front of the school.





  ALL VISITORS at all times must sign-in at the school office to receive a pass indicating they have permission to be in the building. (Board Policy)

    AMSTI stands for Alabama Math, Science, and Technology Initiative.  It’s a research-based, hands-on way of teaching math and science to students.  


It’s different from  the way that many of us learned in that it goes way beyond memorizing…it focuses on problem-solving strategies that can


be used to work all kinds of problems.  It’s fun because it’s engaging, but it also encourages students to THINK. 


    Students have to be able to explain and demonstrate HOW they solved these problems…to show us their thinking. In fact, showing the process is sometimes more important than getting the answer correct, although we want students to do that, too!





    Do students still need to learn their addition, subtraction, multiplication and division facts?                


YES !!!





    Just like sight words in Reading, these facts are the basic tools for young mathematicians and scientists…something they just automatically know without thinking about it.  


    Practicing fact families and these basic operations is a great way for parents to support their child in Math and Science. Also encourage your child’s curiosity about how and why things work as they do.  Those important conversations will keep you “in the loop” as your child explores many math and science concepts throughout the year.
