
 

SMS UNIFORM POLICY 2016-2017

Mobile County Public School policy requires that all students wear a uniform to school. Students are 

expected to come to school looking neat and clean in uniforms that comply with the following guidelines. 

(*Changes in blue for 2016-17 school year*) 
 

NAME BADGES  

Badges must be worn on shirt or jacket collar OR on a lanyard. 
 

SHIRTS  

All shirts are to be polo/golf style or oxford/button up (short or long sleeves) and must be tucked in at all times. 

        
SMS logo only 

        6th Grade GRAY only 

        7th Grade LIGHT BABY BLUE only (not teal or aqua) 

        8th Grade NAVY BLUE only 

 Only white or gray undershirts OR P.E. shirt may be worn under uniform shirt 

 Girls may not have shirts open to reveal undergarments 

 School spirit shirts may be worn on Thursdays and Fridays only 
  

BOYS PANTS/SHORTS   

Khaki/tan/navy uniform style neatly hemmed with no holes/tears.  *MUST have belt loops.  
No cargo, oversized or sagging 

   

GIRLS PANTS/SHORTS 

Khaki/tan/navy uniform style full-length neatly hemmed pants with no holes/tears OR 

Khaki/tan/navy uniform style capri pants neatly hemmed with no holes/tears  

Khaki/tan/navy knee length walking shorts with no holes/tears 

*MUST have belt loops. 

No skirts or skorts 
    
BELTS  

Belts are to be classic style with standard buckle in only predominately black, brown, khaki/tan or navy. 
 Belts must be worn with any attire having belt loops 
   

SHOES  

*Any color athletic shoes ONLY.  
 Must have non-marking soles 

 

SOCKS   

Socks must be worn to absorb foot odor 
 

OUTERWEAR  

Only predominately navy, black, or gray jackets/sweatshirts without hoods or school issued jackets 
  Only white, gray or black trim will be accepted 

   SMS logo only 
 

 

ADDITIONAL NOTES 

 Earrings no larger than a quarter may be worn in the ear only.  No other visible body piercings allowed. 

 Hair color should be natural human hair colors. 

 Caps, hats, sweatbands, stocking caps, bandanas, or any other type of head covering are not permitted. 

 No writing on body or uniform attire. 

 Also unacceptable: Anything deemed inappropriate or disruptive by the administration. 
 

SMS Cell Phone/Electronics Policy:  Students will be assigned Saturday school for first offense for any violation of the 

MCPSS Internet Acceptable Use and Safety Policy OR the SMS BYOD (Bring Your Own Device) Student Handbook.       

 

Uniform Violations:  Repeat offenders may be subject to detention, Saturday School and/or out of school suspension.
