COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course is designed to provide the local education agency flexibility to meet health care demands in the community.  Students are introduced to careers in therapeutic services including, but not limited to, nursing, medicine, physical therapist, surgical technologist, respiratory therapist and emergency medical technician.
