It is the goal of Pike County High School to develop strong partnerships with  the home in an effort to recognize that parents are an essential resource in the learning process of their children.  As such, we will actively engage, encourage, and support the participation of parents as advocates, policy makers, advisors and active participants in the education of their children. · Pike County Schools uses the School Messenger system to contact parents in emergency and systemwide notification situations. 
· Parents may download the Pike County Schools app on Apple and Android devices and/or follow Pike County Schools on Twitter.
· A school system calendar is  provided to all parents showing important testing dates, holidays, and conference/report card dates.

· Posters which include the system’s “promise” and contact information are displayed in PCHS buildings and local businesses.
· A Home/School Compact will be completed annually.

· PCHS will host an Open House on August 13, 2013 from 5:30PM-7:30PM to give out student schedules and orient students and parents to the school.

· PCHS will host a Senior Night August 29, 2013 at 6PM for parents and students to accomplish the following objectives:

· Provide information on applying to traditional universities and technical colleges

· Provide information on applying for federal student aid, scholarships, and grants

· PCHS will hold a Title 1 Meeting on September 19, 2013 at 6PM to inform parents of the requirements of Title 1. 

· The PCHS PTO will meet throughout the year to encourage parental involvement in student achievement and to improve parent teacher relations.
· The PCHS Sports Boosters has been organized to encourage parental involvement in extracurricular sports.  

· It is the goal of the boosters to provide encouragement for more girls to participate in athletic endeavors.  

· Boosters volunteer to work the concession stands at home football games.

· Each semester PCHS hosts a Report Card Conference Night from 2:00PM until 7:00PM during which parents can pick up report cards and meet with their children’s teachers.

· PCHS teachers use Remind 101 to share course related information with parents such as upcoming test dates, homework assignments, etc.

· PCHS invites parents to the annual Honor’s Day (via letter and School Messenger) where high achieving students in the areas of academics, art, and attendance are recognized.

· PCHS utilizes the INOW Parent Portal to keep parents apprised of their children’s grades at all times.  Parents can sign up in the PCHS office to receive their personal login information.
4. The Pike County School System will coordinate and integrate parental involvement strategies in Part A with parental involvement strategies under other programs.

· PCHS holds an annual Title I Parent meeting.

· PCHS provides assistance in transitions from elementary school to middle school, middle school to high school, and from high school to college and careers through the following programs:

· 9th grade class registration

· Senior Night to provide college information and FAFSA assistance

· One translator will be provided for better communication with ELL parents.
· An ELL Coach / Interventionist has been employed since the 2009-2010 school year.
5.
