Rules:

1. Be on-time, on-task, and prepared EVERYDAY

Consequences:

Severe Disruption – Immediately sent to the office.

Procedures:

1. Have bell ringer notebook opened, pencil sharpened, and homework out when the tardy bell rings. Students are expected to have all materials before coming to class. 
2. Students should immediately start work on the bell ringer.

3. Students not in their assigned desk when the tardy bell rings will be counted tardy. Three (3) unexcused tardies equals one (1) unexcused absence.

4. Homework will be checked while you are completing the bell ringer.
5. Students are expected to use the bathroom before coming into class. Students will be issued bathroom passes for emergencies.

6. You are not dismissed by the bell. I will tell you when you may leave. Do not leave your seat until I have checked to make sure the floor is free from litter.

Books:

Students will have issued a book. Students will be responsible for damaged or lost textbooks if they check one out.
Grades:

1. Homework and Daily Work will be checked at the discretion of the teacher. This will count as 20% of the nine weeks average. Daily work can include any of the following: handouts, notes, foldables, etc. Weekly participation grade will be included in homework/daily work.
Notebook checks will be on the day of the test for that unit. Students will turn in their notebook to be graded before taking their test.
2. Tests will include chapter tests. Chapter tests may consist of multiple choice, fill-in-the-blank, true/false, matching, labeling, and/or short answer (partial credit may be received for short answer questions. Tests will count 50% of the nine weeks average.

3. Quizzes can be announced or unannounced. This will test students’ understanding of material before major test and also will check to see if students are doing their homework. 

Labs are a part of every science class. Students are expected to participate in all labs. Students and parents must sign as Lab Safety Contract before the student is allowed to participate in any lab. Students must also pass a Lab Safety Test. Students must be dressed appropriately for all labs; long pants and shoes that completely cover their feet. Students who are not appropriately dressed will not be allowed to participate in labs and will be given a zero for that lab. Labs and quizzes will count as 30% of the nine weeks average.

4. Late work: any work turned in after original due date will receive half credit.
5. Progress reports will be sent out about every 2 weeks. These must be taken home and signed and returned for a daily grade. 

6. Students will be required to take a Mid-term (1st 9 weeks) Exam and a Final (2nd 9 weeks) Exam. Each will count 10% of student’s final average. First 9 weeks average will count 40%, Midterm 10%, second 9 weeks 40% and Final 10%.
Make-up Work:

1. You are responsible for contacting me to make up tests. 
2. You are responsible for getting any handouts, notes, or returned papers. 

3. All make up work must be done within 5 days of excused absences.
