e Purses no larger than 8.5"” x 5.5” (size of a half sheet
of paper)

e Branded Logos (ex: Nike, American Eagle, Polo, etc.)

GUYS

e Casual pants or shorts (including khakis and jeans), secured
at waist

e Shirts with sleeves (golf/polo, dress and T-shirts with sleeves),
sport jackets and dress suits

e Comfortable shoes (including tennis shoes, dress shoes,
boots and flip-flops)

e Branded Logos (ex: Nike, American Eagle, Polo, etc.)

PLEASE NOTE: The school is responsible for

enforcing the dress code prior to arrival at the event.

UNACCEPTABLE ATTIRE"

e Clothing affiliated with any high school, college or
professional sports team, group, club, etc.
