Also, make sure that you complete the FAFSA (Free Application for Federal Student Aid) online application at www.fafsa.ed.gov  if you have not already done so to ensure that you receive all the financial assistance that you are eligible to receive (e.g. pell grants, student loans, and work study opportunities).  Each College/University has a specific FAFSA priority deadline. Make sure that you assess your College/University’s deadline and submit your FAFSA prior to this deadline. I have FAFSA hard copy worksheets in my office if you or your parents/guardians would like a hard copy to work through the process prior to submitting the application online. In addition, each College/University has a financial aid office that can assist you in the process of completing your application. Also, make sure if you have already selected your college of choice that you are frequently checking your emails regarding Housing Priority Deadlines, Orientation Registrations, etc. This month is going to be jammed packed, so make sure you use good time-management skills to ensure that you get everything completed. In addition, make sure that you inform your parents in advance about each special event so that your parents will have plenty of time to make arrangements to attend.  Finally, remember to submit your post-graduation worksheet to Mrs. Cranford by the deadline so that she can secure a representative to present on your behalf at awards day as well as know where to mail your final transcript following graduation. · The veteran must have honorably served at least 90 days of continuous active federal military service or honorably discharged by reason of service-connected disability after serving less than 90 days of continuous active federal military service.
· The veteran must be rated 20% or more due to service-connected disabilities or have held the qualifying rating at the time of death, a former prisoner of war (POW), declared missing in action (MIA), died as the result of a service-connected disability, or died while on active military service in the line of duty.
· The veteran must have been a permanent civilian resident of the State of Alabama for at least one year immediately prior to (a) the initial entry into active military service or (b) any subsequent period of military service in which a break (1 year or more) in service occurred and the Alabama civilian residency was established. Permanently service-connected veterans rated at 100% who did not enter service from Alabama, may qualify after establishing at least five years of permanent residency in Alabama immediately prior to the filing of an application or immediately prior to death, if deceased.
· The child or stepchild must initiate training under our program prior to his/her 26th birthday. In certain situations, a child or stepchild may be eligible for our program up to the age of 30. If the applicant is a stepchild, the veteran and the stepchild’s parent must be legally married prior to the child’s 19th birthday.
