Also, make sure that you complete the FAFSA (Free Application for Federal Student Aid) online application at www.fafsa.ed.gov  if you have not already done so to ensure that you receive all the financial assistance that you are eligible to receive (e.g. pell grants, student loans, and work study opportunities).  Each College/University has a specific FAFSA priority deadline. Make sure that you assess your College/University’s deadline and submit your FAFSA prior to this deadline. I have FAFSA hard copy worksheets in my office if you or your parents/guardians would like a hard copy to work through the process prior to submitting the application online. In addition, each College/University has a financial aid office that can assist you in the process of completing your application. Also, make sure if you have already selected your college of choice that you are frequently checking your emails regarding Housing Priority Deadlines, Orientation Registrations, etc. If you need my assistance with any of the matters listed above, feel free to stop by my office or contact me.
