1) You must earn a minimum of 10 points from last semester’s grades.

a. The first four points must be from List I (unless you are a senior applying for

      membership in February or June).

b.   A total of seven points (which includes the four points listed in a.) must be from Lists I and II.

c.   The remaining three points may come from any List (I, II or III).

2) You must use no more than five courses to qualify for membership.

3)   No CSF points are given for physical education, courses taken in lieu of physical education, subjects repeated to improve a grade, courses involving clerking, office/teaching assistant, tutoring, or courses taken on a pass/fail basis. 

4)  CSF points are granted as follows:    

A = 3 CSF points; 4 points in an *AP course.  

B = 1 CSF point; 2 CSF points in an *AP course. *Maximum of two such AP points per semester.
C = 0 CSF points.  

D or F in any course (even one you can’t use to qualify) disqualifies you from membership for  

this semester.

*If you are taking a college course (not AP online) as part of your high school curriculum, points are calculated differently.  Please check with the advisor.

B.  Remember…


1)  Membership is based on work done in the previous semester.  *Under no circumstances may summer

            school be used.  This includes any college courses taken during the summer.

2)  You must reapply after each semester.  Membership is not automatic.

3) Courses you may use to qualify are listed on the reverse side.  See Lists I, II and III.

4) You must have your receipt to collect any refund on dues if you do not qualify.

• 100%:
Granted to those with continuous membership for six semesters during their sophomore 

                                    through senior years.


• Perfect 8:
Students who maintain membership all 8 semesters, including Associate membership as




freshmen.

• Community Service:
 Students who show at least 55 hours of community service throughout high school.
Qualifications for semester membership application:  A student carrying four or five subjects (not counting

P.E. or repeated subjects) must earn a minimum of 10 CSF points; seven of which must be from List I and II (two

subjects and four of the seven points must be from List I).  The remaining three points may be from List III.

Seniors only: You may substitute three List II courses for your List I requirements.  No more than five courses

can be used to compute CSF points.  Any D’s or F’s will immediately disqualify the student for that semester.

CSF points are computed as follows:

A = 3 points



B = 1 point




C = 0 points

A = 4 points for an AP class

B = 2 points for an AP class
