Stepping
Parents/Guardians:  You know your child best. Ultimately, only you and your student can determine which books are appropriate to read, taking a variety of important factors into consideration. These factors include: your student's particular interests, independent reading ability, motivation, and level of maturity.
Assignment:  Reflective Journal (Test grade): Choose one novel and keep a reflective journal while you read. Roughly every thirty pages, write a half-page response entry in your journal. You will create 12 journal entries total for your book. If you select a longer book, space out the twelve journal entries in a logical manner. If your book is shorter, adapt accordingly to complete the required twelve.
DO NOT SUMMARIZE PLOT.
The journal should not be a summary, but a response to the literature.  It should include entries about your thoughts and feelings about the book while reading:  judgments, questions, observations, comments, predictions.  It is due in English 4 on the first day of the 2018-2019 school year.  Students should also be prepared to complete an in-class essay the first week of school about the book they read.
