Also,
there has been a higher quality of work expected of and delivered by all students as well as an increased
consistency in how student work is assessed among teachers and departments.

HOW THE PERFORMANCE GRADUATION REGNIREMPERATE

The Branford High School Performance Graduation Requirements communicate that a graduate of our high
school is able to utilize specific skills and demonstrate an understanding of key concepts.

1, HOW DO PERFORMANCE GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS [PGRs] IMPACT CLASSES?

Performance Graduation Requirements and their performance standards are identified goals towards which
teachers shape lessons so all students will, before graduaiithieve a "consistent and independent” or better
level of performance for each PGR.

Each course lists specific skills and key concepts that are to be learned and assessed in that course. By the end of
the course, the students are expected to demonstrdtattknowledge through the application of those skills and
concepts. The teacher assesses the student's performance and, using the performance standards, awards a rating.
Those rating are reported to the parents at the end of each semester.

2. HOW DO PGRATINGS RELATE TO GRADES?

Grades and performance ratings are separate entities

GRADESaditionally reflect a student's overall performance in a class in comparison to his/her peers and the
teacher's expectations for those students at that grade |elVeé grade a student earns in a course may include
effort, homework, essay writing, oral participation, behavior, promptness,-etit.combined into an overall
average of the student's performance in that course. Thus, an "A" in history says that teetstugsed upon

all the expectations for that course and for students at that grade level, is at the top of his/her peers in that
course.

PGR RATINGSe focused on specific skills and concepts and reflect the quality of performance demonstrated

by studert in achieving the given skill or concept. The performance standards and ratings are designed to assess

the academic expectations. In other words, ¢&lient" writing is excellent no matter by whom it is done or

where it is done. "Excellent" writing for one teacher should be "excellent" writing for another teacher;

"excellent" in Branford should be the same as "excellent" writing in other high schools.

Each level of the performance standards describes a different quality of achievement. These standards reflect
how well a student knes or can perform a particular academic expectation and to report when they achieved a
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student earns will increase. It will be only the student's tlhatings' that determines when the student has met
the PGR.

An analogy with a race offers an appropriate way of understanding the difference between grades and ratings. A
student may win the 10@neter dash with a personal best of 11.7 seconds. Everyone knows the student did well
because s/he came in first, but eyene also knows that the standard for '‘excellence' is 10 seconds. In both the
class and in the race the student who earns the 'A' knows s/he did very well. However s/he also understands
that s/he still has a way to go to achieve the higher standard oélktee' in the 108neter dash or for the

graduation expectation.
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performance on a specific PGR because, while they are doing very well comp#ren peers, they have not

yet achieved a level of performance expected for a high school graduate.

Gradesandratings in combination will provide a more accurate and complete picture of what a student knows
and how well s/he is performing in comparisongeers, (grades), and to standards of excellence. Grades and
ratings will help students, teachers and parents more accurately identify specific weaknesses and strengths that
can then be more readily addressed. In combination, they will communicate t@ea@missions and to

prospective employers what the student really knows and can do.

3. HOW DO STUDENTS SATISFY THE PERFORMANCE GRADUATION EXPECTATIONS?

The BEST rating earned is the official or final rating for a PGR. The reason for selecting #tmbess directly
connected to the philosophy of Performance Assessment: a student will improve his/her performance through
feedback, selassessment, and seatbrrection. Therefore, it is not how many times a student tries that should

be counted, but rater how well the student is able to perform.

Students learn at different rates and demonstrate different strengths, weaknesses, interests and motivation.
Rather than averaging all of the ratings a student earns throughout the learning process or chomtingany
attempts it takes the student to perform well, what counts is how well the student can perform no matter how
long it takes to get there.

By focusing on the best ratings, the students will be motivated to improve. They realize that each ati@mpt m
be their best/official rating and that less successful attempts will not prevent them from achieving the higher
rating.

If a student is dissatisfied with a given rating and wants to improve it, s/he can select a course in which that
learner outcome imssessed and the new rating may become the best rating used to determine the 'final rating'
for the PGR.

4. WHAT IS THE ROLE OF THE FACULTY ADVISOR?

Every professional in the Branford High School Community serves as a student advisor. When a student ente
Branford High School, s/he is assigned an advisor who works with that student in small advisor grougdsof 12
students from a given grade. In this manner, the advisor can help students understand and achieve the
expectations for the given grade level
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Advisory meetings are scheduled once a week and help insure the students are aware of school rules,
expectations, and resources. They also help advisors and students monitor their progress in meeting the
Performance Graduation Requirements. Studentsex@ected to set academic goals, to assess their progress,

to discuss possible course selections to improve their academic performance, and/or to resolve any issue that
may develop as a member of the BHS Community.

5. WHAT IS THE BRANFORD HIGH SCHOOIOCCUEHROJECT?

In addition to meeting skills and concepts identified as graduation requirements, Branford High School students
are expected to complete the Branford High School Capstone Project as a demonstration that the student has

The BHS Capstone Project is developed by the student to demonstrate teeeroeint of a personally

One student may want to make a product and presentation that
can be usednithe job search or the college admissions process. Another student may have a personal interest
in some topic and want to use the exhibition opportunity to pursue and demonstrate that interest. Still

another student might want to demonstrate that s/he @ble to learn a whole new skill or subject or to develop
more completely a previous course related product that was of particular interest. All of these could be the
basis of meeting the requirements of BHS Capstone Project.
