Course Objective: This course is designed for those students who want to own and run their own business in the future.  These students are willing to look at the risks of business ownership and opportunities.  Topics will include the business plan, types of business ownership, market strategies, business financing, legal issues, taxation, human  resource management and sales effort.  The knowledge acquired from this course should greatly assist young business owners to succeed in their own business endeavors.

Expectation for Student Performance: 

Students in this course will:

· Take daily notes during teacher presentations and demonstrations.

· List and explain terms related to the role of entrepreneurship and the five major fields of small business activity.

· Identify the characteristics of a good business locations in the local community.

· Participate in the creation of a business plan for a simulated business.

· Participate in a discussion covering the advantages and disadvantages of working for yourself.

· Write at least one formal and/or informal report each term.

· Use the Internet as an information source.

· Participate in group and class discussions on a regular basis.

· Complete assigned individual and group projects.

· Take frequent quizzes and tests.

Failure to be prepared for class will result in a loss of class participation points.

Classroom Guidelines and Procedures and Expectations:

Attendance:    Attendance will be taken during the first few minutes if class.  The NHHS cut /attendance/ tardiness policy will apply.  I expect all students to establish a pattern of honesty and responsibility. 

Classroom Expectations:  Courtesy and respect for one another is expected and required.  Active participation is required of all students—this includes being attentive in class, completing assignments on time and seeking extra help when necessary.  Contact will be made with parents/guardians upon my discretion concerning any issues (both academic and discipline).

Homework Assignments:  Homework will be assigned on a regular basis. Work that is turned in late or after the class period will not be given credit.  Homework will not be assigned on days before announced quizzes or tests.  The student is responsible for contacting the teacher for any additional information or assignments they missed during his/her absence.  This contact and completion of missing work should be done prior to returning to class.  Homework assignments will count toward your final grade.

Long -term assignments or other special projects such, as reports, research papers, etc., are not normally given extensions. If a specific situation arises, speak with the instructor.  Each student’s situation will be judged individually based on the absence.  Long -term assignments or reports will be downgraded, five points per day if they are late.  NO CREDIT WILL BE GIVEN FOR LONG TERM ASSIGNMENTS THAT ARE THREE (3) DAYS LATE.

Extra Help:  Review and good habits are also essential parts of learning.  Extra help is available upon request given a one-day notice to the teacher.   Extra help may be during a free period or a prearranged appointment time.  If an appointment is made, I expect that it will be kept.

Make Up Work:  The student is responsible for makeup of all class work, quizzes, and tests missed.  Students absent the day of an announced test or quiz is given will be expected to take the test or quiz the first day present.  Students absent the day before an announced test or quiz will be expected to take the test or quiz with the class.  All test or announced quizzes will have a two or more days notice.

Missed test or quizzes due to a long-term absence should be made up within one week after school or during an IST or free period.  Unless the teacher grants special exception, failure to make up class work, tests, or quizzes within three school days will result in a zero.

Grading Procedures:  Students will be evaluated on tests, quizzes, class work, and special assignments. All tests will be announced and the grade will be calculated twice.  Quizzes may be announced or unannounced.  Grades are computed on a “Point System”.  Student scores are added together and divided by the total points possible to compute the student’s average.  Class Participation is given 50 points.  Points will be subtracted from the class participation grade for misconduct, missed assignments, lack of class participation, supplies/book/notebook. .  Any questions concerning a student’s grade should be discussed with the instructor.
