Course Description: 

Reading/Language Arts: The reading/language arts program includes reading, writing, listening, speaking, and research skills.  The reading program includes phonics and comprehension skills.  The writing program includes written comprehension, handwriting, grammar, and spelling skills.  Research skills help students use information from books, technology, and observation.  The Language Arts program for second grade is designed to expand each student’s ability to communicate effectively through reading writing, speaking, and listening.  The Wonders Reading Program along with Core Knowledge Curriculum will use a variety of meaning- based strategies to enable the student to incorporate these necessary skills in all areas of the curriculum. 

Mathematics: The focus in mathematics is to learn and use basic facts and to understand mathematical concepts.  Students study patterns, relationships and functions, numbers and operations, probability and statistics, and geometry and measurement.  The goal is for students to be proficient in basic skill, develop conceptual understanding, and to be skillful problem solvers.

Science: Students use inquiry skills such as observing, classifying, measuring, inferring, predicting, and conducting investigations to learn science concepts.

Social Studies: Students use a variety of process skills relating to history, government, geography, and economics.  These include chronological thinking, organizing and explaining information, analyzing and interpreting data, conducting research, and communicating orally, graphically, socially, and in writing.
Attendance & Tardiness: It is important for all students to attend class every day on time.  Illness and emergencies, however, sometimes make attendance impossible.  A parent or guardian is requested to call the school on the day of the absence.  If no call is made, the school will attempt to call the parent/guardian. A note must also accompany the student on their next day in attendance, either from the doctor, dentist, or parent. 

Make - up Work: The student shall make up all work missed during an absence.  With cases of missed experiments, class discussions, projects, etc., which cannot be made up, an alternative assignment, may be assigned at the discretion of the teacher.  Work must be made up within a reasonable time frame set by the teacher from the date of the student’s return to school - usually one day for each day absent plus one extra day.  Make- up work will be given provided if a valid excuse of an excused absent from the office.  Work during unexcused absences may NOT be made up for a grade.

Visitors and Volunteers to the School: It is the policy of the school that ALL visitors/volunteers to the school register at the office immediately upon entering the building between 8 a.m. and 4 p.m. Visitors/volunteers will then receive and wear a visitor’s/volunteer's badge during their visit.  Any visitor/volunteer failing to register in the office may be asked to leave the school building and/or grounds. The administration has the right to refuse a visitor to be in the school building or on school grounds at any time.

Snack: Our school has a no candy or gum policy and I ask that you help in not sending any candy or gum to school. 
Birthdays: We do not celebrate birthdays in our class.  Please do not use school time to distribute invitations to birthday parties unless every child in the class will be getting one. 

Contacting Me: If concerns ever arise about your child’s academic or behavioral progress, I will be more than happy to meet with you.  It is easier for me if you schedule a time to meet with me in advance since I am usually running around the building in the mornings and afternoons making copies, attending grade level meetings, etc.  Therefore, if you need to contact me to schedule a conference, during the day is the best time for me. WAYS TO HELP YOUR CHILD SUCCEED:

READ, READ, READ!  Read with them, read to them.  Every week we are reading a new story in class. The weekly assessments will test them on reading, understanding what they read, and being able to explain what they read.  The more they read, the better they will get at it.

Please help your child with their Math homework.  Like Reading, the more they practice the better they will get at it.  The students have a textbook, workbook, and an FCAT workbook to help them practice. 

Discipline, Discipline, Discipline!  Help your child understand that they have to behave in the classroom. Set rules at home for them to follow at school.  Have a set place and time for them to do their homework that is close to you.
