SAT/ACT INFORMATION
· Test scores do not typically improve simply by taking the SAT or ACT several times without first preparing for the test. 
· Taking a prep class and/or studying test prep materials individually are some of the best ways of ensuring a competitive score on the SAT or ACT. 
· The SAT and the ACT are accepted equally by colleges and universities.  STUDENTS SHOULD TAKE BOTH THE SAT AND THE ACT once they have completed Algebra 2.
Registering Online for the SAT or ACT
· Registering online for the SAT and ACT requires the use of a credit or debit card (this is a secure website). 
· Enter the East Gadsden High School Code, 100649 for BOTH the SAT and ACT.  
· The SAT and ACT are given at East Gadsden.  When registering online, students must enter the Test Center code for a high school in our area that serves as a test center. 
Test Code:  ACT 214640 and SAT 10905
· Students can have their test scores sent directly to colleges by entering the college’s 4 digit code in the Score Reporting section of the online registration form.  Four score reports are included in the registration fee. There is a $11.25 fee per each additional score report or if you choose to send your score after taking the SAT or ACT.
Contact your Mr. James, Ms. Jackson or Guidance Counselor, if you think you may qualify for an SAT or ACT Fee Waiver.

Sign up for the Official SAT question of the day!   Answering this question at least 3-4 times per week is a great way to     gain exposure to the test without “cramming” the week before.

ACT website: www.actstudent.org
The Writing section is optional on the ACT.  Students should take ACT Plus Writing at least once.  Many colleges, require the ACT Plus Writing. If you take the ACT more than once, you may take the ACT(No Writing).
Free test preparation is available on both the ACT and SAT website. Also, Students can see MS. Cotton in Room 322 for an online preparation course free of charge.
THE MORNING OF THE TEST, students should:

1.  Have your Registration ticket, a picture ID, a calculator (with batteries that work), and two # 2 pencils.

2.  Have accurate directions to the high school testing center.  
3.  BE ON TIME!!!  Know the amount of time it will take to get to the test center.
4.  Get plenty of rest the night before.  Eat a good breakfast (or at least eat something!)  Take a snack.
5.  Layer your clothing so that you are prepared in case the testing room is hot or cold.  Take tissue if you have a cold.
