· Wanted to help slaves rebel against their masters
· Wanted to give guns to rebel slaves
· In 1859, he and a group of men took over a gun storage facility in Harper’s Ferry
· Was wounded and two sons killed
· Was tried and hanged

Southerners 
· Believed that states should have final authority over the federal government
· Did not want to obey federal laws they did not like
· In early 1800s the Southern economy depended on slaves
Northerners
· Believed that the federal government had final authority over the states
· Believed that the nation was a union of states that could not be divided
· Wanted to abolish(put an end to) slavery
