What is Accelerated Reader?

Accelerated Reader (AR) is a computerized reading/comprehension program that motivates students to read, monitors student progress, and manages student data. Students earn AR points by reading a book from the AR list and correctly answering questions from a brief comprehension test. Most books are worth a ½ point. In addition to improved reading ability, students also earn prizes as they accumulate AR points.  We have individual prizes, classroom prizes, grade level prizes, and a school-wide reward. We believe the Accelerated Reader program builds fluency, comprehension, and a love of reading. 


AR procedures and guidelines are posted on the school website, as is a complete up-to-date list of AR books. Students can take tests at school between the hours of 7:25am and 2:20pm.
