GES First Grade Teachers

First Grade teachers will work with students and their
families to support students’ success in language arts and
reading. Some of our key connections with families will be
to:

*  Keep the lines of communication open with families
through emails, weekly folders, reports, phone calls,
and family meetings.

*  Suggest books to read and discuss with their child
based on student STAR Assessment scores and their
Lexile level by providing a list of suggested books and
discussion starters in monthly newsletter.

*  Help students and families understand Lexile through
the Lexile information video and information sent
home throughout the year.

*  Suggest games and strategies to practice sight words
and math facts by sending home recommendations in
weekly newsletters.
