Bright Star Elementary School parents joined staff to develop 
ideas about how families can support students’ success in  
reading and math. Some of our key at-home activities will be: 

 To practice reading the content based fluency passages 
each night for one minute with my child.  

 To read and review the comprehension worksheets 
nightly.  

 To ensure that my child is using MyOn at home, if   
possible.  

 To use fact family and skip counting activities to increase 
math fluency.  

 To check and monitor usage of the RDW strategies 
when my child is solving word problems.  

Bright Star Elementary School Students 
Bright Star Elementary School students joined staff and parents to develop ideas about how they can succeed in school and 
reach for the stars in reading and math. Students thought of the following ideas to make connections between learning at 
home and school by: 

 Practicing my reading fluency passages each night for one minute with a family member.  

 Completing the comprehension worksheets each night.  

 Reading books on MyOn at home or at school daily.  

 Practicing fact family strategies and skip counting daily to increase my math fluency.  

 Using the RDW strategy when solving word problems.

To prepare      

students for the Milestones, Third Grade teachers will 

focus on ensuring that these students are:   

 reading 100-130 words per minute fluently. 

 able to increase their Lexile by 10% based on 

MyOn placement assessment.

Math End of Grade Assessments will   increase by five 

percentage points. To prepare students for the       

Milestones,  Third Grade teachers will focus on ensuring 

that these students:   

 are fluent with their multiplication facts up to 

10 x 10.  

 are capable of using the Read, Write, Draw 

strategy to performing multi-steps word  

problems with ease and accuracy.
