5. By hosting math and literacy events, which will concentrate
on math and literacy concepts in 5th grade.

4. To review the materials in the interactive journal each
night with my child, and to have family conversations
about the curriculum.

5.To attempt to attend the math and literacy events to get
ways to better assist my child. If I can’t attend, I will
contact my child’s teacher.
