CLASSROOM 
The third grade teachers will work with students and their    
families to support student success in math and literacy. We 
will work with students and families in the following by: 

1. Providing parents with math flash cards, math  and      
literacy vocabulary cards.  

2. Supplying parents with tips and ideas that can be done at 
home to help understand math concepts.   

3. By creating an interactive notebook for math and literacy 
to help them review the concepts that are taught  
throughout the year.  

4. Giving QR codes of websites to help them understand the  
mental math strategies that we implement through    
number talks.  

5. We will hold a math and literacy events which will            
concentrate on math and reading concepts in 3rd grade.  

AT HOME 
Burnett Elementary School parents joined staff to develop 
ideas about how families can support students’ success in 
math and literacy. Some of our key at-home activities will be 
to:   

1. Use the Embarc.online as well as other  materials sent 
home to review the basic math facts and terms in literacy 
and math.  

2. Review the tips and ideas provided to ensure that my child 
understands the math concepts.  

3. To review the materials in the interactive journal each 
night with my child, and to have family conversations 
about the curriculum.  

4. Review the mental math strategies and use these strategies 
while doing activities such as shopping with my child.   

5. Attend the math and literacy events to get ways to better 
assist my child. If I can’t attend, I will contact my child’s 
teacher.  

BURNETT ELEMENTARY SCHOOL STUDENTS 
Burnett Elementary School students joined staff and parents to develop ideas about how they can succeed in school and reach 
for the stars in math and literacy. Students thought of the following ideas to make connections between learning at home and 
school:  

1. I will use and review the materials I created at school to ensure that I am reviewing my basic facts and vocabulary.   
2. I will do the hands on activities provided by my teacher at home with my parent(s)/guardian(s) to ensure that I understand 

what will be covered during my math lesson.  
3. I will review my interactive notebook with my parent(s)/guardian(s) to periodically review the materials covered in class.  
4. I will solve problems using the mental math strategies taught at school. I will use these strategies with my par-

ent(s)/guardian(s) when we are doing activities such as shopping or driving.  
5. I will attend the Math and Literacy events with my family. I will be an active participant in the activities that are conducted.
