To       
promote connections with families, teachers will: 

Establish reasonable goals for reading and math. 

 Share reading Lexiles levels and MyOn login              
information with parents. 

 Share strategies with parents for practicing fractions at 
home in everyday activities. 

Assign homework to reinforce basic multiplication and 
division facts, computation procedures, and word  
problem solving. Teachers will share login information 
for iPass and share online Eureka Math resources.

Discuss progress toward reading and math goals. 

Ensure that child reads at least 30 minutes each night 
using strategies taught in class. Provide both literary and 
informative texts and encourage child to read books 
and/or ebooks on MyOn Program which can be         
accessed online at home. 

 Find opportunities to practice fractions with child in 
everyday activities such as cooking. 

 Supervise homework and use iPass and Eureka Math 
online resources to help with math concepts. Review 
multiplication and division facts with child.
