Course Description:  

Agriculture Technology analyzes the different aspects of the agricultural industry. This course is designed to introduce students to the vast opportunities available in Agricultural Education. Students will be given the opportunity to learn how agriculture and agribusiness affects their daily lives. Students will also have the opportunity to participate in FFA activities.

Students will be aware of the various career opportunities in agriscience, forestry and natural resources, and agricultural mechanics.
