Chapter Credit Incentive Program:
· For every 50 snacks sold, you earn $5 in chapter credit.   

· Your meat stick sales can accumulate throughout the year, so if you sell 25 in August and 75 in September these sales would equal $10 in chapter credit. 
· Credit will be handed out in the form of gift certificates, and it is the member’s responsibility to keep up with his or her certificates. Certificates are non-replaceable. 
· The credit cannot be redeemed for cash and must be used on an FFA function by the end of the school year. Any credit that is not used by the end of the school year will be void.
