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ATTENDANCE 
Being present and on time each day 

is a large part of being successful in middle 

school. Students who are frequently tardy 

or absent could face referrals to the juve-

nile court. Our Family Advocate monitors all 

absences and offers assistance to families 

when needed.  

Nurse’s Notes 
To access the clinic, your child must have a clinic permission form on file. Verbal permission will not 

be accepted for administering medication.  

 

Immunizations 
All children entering 6th grade must meet the following requirements. Students who do not meet these re-

quirements may be withdrawn. All immunizations must be on a Georgia certificate (Form 3231). If you do 

not have a Family Physician, this can be obtained from the Gordon County Health Department at (706) 624-

1444.  Students must have 2 doses of measles vaccine, 2 doses of mumps vaccine, and 1 dose of rubella 

vaccine or laboratory proof of immunity against measles, mumps, or rubella.  

They also must have 2 doses of varicella chicken pox vaccine or documentation of disease or laboratory 

proof of immunity. (At the time your child entered school, only one dose of this vaccine was required.) 

All 7th graders born on or after January 1, 2002 are required to have the Tdap and Meningococcal vaccina-

tion.  

Medication 
To access the clinic, your child must have a Gordon County School Clinic Form on file.  We strongly en-

courage parents to administer student medications outside of the school environment, except when ordered 

by a physician. No medications will be given without the completion of Clinic Form and Request for Medi-

cation Assistance Form. Parents must complete these forms for any medication given during the school day. 

Verbal permission will not be accepted for administering medication. Parents must bring any and all medi-

cations to the school and pick them up. Students may NOT transport medication on a bus to and from 

school.  Medications must be in the original container. Please do not bring medications in a zip lock 

bag.  We must have the medication bottle with the full prescribing label on the bottle.  Medications will 

be destroyed if not picked up at the end of the school year. This includes Epi-pens and Diastats.  
 

Your School Counselor 
The school counselor is available to help  your student 

with the transition to middle school. Below is a list of 

some of the services provided by the school counselor: 

 Speak with students individually as needed. 

 Work with small groups of students that are having 

difficulty in a certain area. 

 Meet with parents to discuss concerns as needed. 

 Teach classroom guidance lessons on various topics 

related to careers, academics, and social/emotional 

issues. 

 Make referrals to community agencies as needed. 

 Ensure that all students meet state Career education  

       requirements.  



Class Requirements 
Core Classes 

All students will take a full year of Mathematics, Language Arts, Science, and Social 

Studies.  

Advanced Courses 

RBMS offers advanced sections of all core courses. To be placed in these courses, students must demonstrate above –

average achievement on coursework and on standardized tests.  

Connections Classes 

In addition to the 4 core classes, students will take 2 Connections courses every nine weeks. This exposes students to differ-

ent career pathways, help them build new interests, and gain important skills that promote a healthy lifestyle. Students are not 

allowed to choose these classes, but will rotate every 9 weeks. These classes include PE/Health, Art, Career Explorations, 

STEM, Computer Keyboarding, and Agriculture. Students who need extra help may be scheduled in ELA or Math Connec-

tions.  

Band and Chorus 

Students may choose to take 

either Band or Chorus for 

the entire year. These classes 

may require costs for instru-

ments and/or outfits. Stu-

dents in Chorus or Band will 

represent RBMS in regional 

and state competitions and a 

variety of performances. 

 

 

Q&A’s from the Cafeteria 
Below you will find some common questions that students have about eating in the 

cafeteria.  

Q– Are there extra food and drink items for sale? 

A– Yes, they range in prices from .50 to $1.00. You can not purchase these items if you  

have a negative balance on your lunch account.  

 

Q– What happens if I reach my charge limit? 

A– Any student who reaches their charge limit will be offered an alternative lunch until 

charges are cleared. For example, a sandwich and milk.

RBMS Lunch Program 
Free and/or reduced lunch forms will be sent home with every child and should be 

completed and returned within the first week of school. Failure to promptly return 

the forms may result in accumulated charges.  Students who owe money to the 

cafeteria may not be allowed to purchase drinks, cookies, ice cream, etc. and 

may be served an alternative meal until their account is current.  STUDENTS ARE RE-

SPONSIBLE FOR KEEPING UP WITH THEIR BALANCE. If you write a check for meals, 

please include your Driverõs License number, Childõs full name and ID#, street ad-

dress, and phone number.  

 

The lunchroom serves breakfast and lunch every day. You can pay for meals by 

the week, month, or  year. The money will be applied to your child's account 

based on their Student ID #.  As purchases are made, the cost is deducted from 

the account.
