My name is Brenda Clark and I teach the Forensic Science class. The Forensic Science class is an integrated class that looks at the application of science to the law. In this class, your student will learn about careers related to Forensic Science, the techniques for working a crime scene, methods for gathering evidence, and scientific techniques for analyzing trace evidence, fingerprints, DNA, autopsies and handwriting.

Mock crime scenes will be investigated throughout the semester and students will need to demonstrate the steps in solving a crime. Students will work in investigative teams to interview witnesses and analyze evidence using skills learned in class. While students are learning these techniques they will also be developing investigative techniques, deductive reasoning skills, and how to work as an effective member of a team.
During the semester, videos, computers, books, guest speakers, and exercises will facilitate learning. Items of a graphic nature such as photographs of real crime scenes, evidence, and victim’s bodies will be depicted. All of the material is related to Forensic Science.
