Dear Family,

We have started our second unit called Counting and Cardinality. The focus of this
unit is on counting and recognizing numbers fluently from 1 -10. Students develop
visual images for quantities up to 10 as they roll dot cubes, work with Ten -Frames,
and various other manipulatives in the classroom. Students count and compare
guantities throughout this unit.  These activities support students as they make
connections between counting and combining, which helps them begin to add and
subtract small numbers later on in the year. Below you will find some examples of a
tens frame and how we use them in the classroom.

You can use a ten frame to show
numbers less than 10.
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As your child becomes familiar with using ten frames, he or she gains experience
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with concrete representation of larger numbers, which builds number sense. This
helps lay the groundwork for understanding place value, addition, and subtraction.

Use the models above to help your child practice using numbers to 30.
