Leggings and Hosiery must be solid black. (Cannot be worn alone)

Only one pair may be worn.

	Jewelry must be silver, gold or a dress code color. Not more than two necklaces or two bracelets may be worn. Males may not wear beads nor earrings. No pendants larger than 2 inches.

	Outwear must be worn with a uniform shirt. Vests are considered outerwear. Sweatshirts and pull-over hoodies may not be worn in the building.


	Items Not Allowed

Wind pants, sweatpants, velour pants, over-sized clothing, un-hemmed clothing, clothing with cuts, slits, holes, or slashes, denim or jean fabric, sleeveless shirts, overcoats, trench coats, and over-sized earrings. Hats and hoods are not allowed to be worn on the head while indoors. No facial jewelry or mouth jewelry. No chains hanging from pants.


	Exceptions

Each school may designate one day of the week for “spirit day.” On these days, students may wear blue jeans with no writing or obscene designs and designated t-shirts. The principal may also designate special “dress for success days.”
