10. Explain the basic steps in algorithmic problem solving.
11. Demonstrate an understanding of basic programming concepts.

12. Identify limits of computing imposed by the laws of physics.

13. Demonstrate an understanding of ordered data structures.
COURSE FORMAT

Policy on Printing--

Every student is required to keep an up-to-date loose leaf notebook. From time to time students will be tested on the contents of the important notebook pages.
