The school must 
     be approved to participate in the Pell Grant program.

The following will be taken into consideration in selecting scholarship recipients: activities, honors and awards, work experience, and a handwritten statement from the student.

Applications will be made available through the Bowling Green High School counselor’s office.  Selection of scholarship recipients will be made by a committee appointed by the Bowling Green High School Alumni Association.  Announcement of recipients will be made as part of year-end activities at Bowling Green High School.  The actual cash grant will be made when the student presents documentation in the form of grade report or other certification from the institution that the student has successfully completed the first semester and is enrolled for the second semester.  Students enrolled in vocational/technical programs may submit certification from the institution at a mid-way point indicating that the student is in good standing and making satisfactory progress.  Scholarships not claimed by June 1 of the year following graduation will be forfeited.
