The Importance of the Senior Year

» Community Service & Leadership
« Grade point average (GPA)

— Certain scholarships may require a certain GPA

o Transcript

- Accumulated list of all courses taken in High School and the grade that
your student received for the course. Seniors will receive a Student
Issued Transcript in their senior letter at the beginning of the year.

o Class Rank

— Student ranking in their class based on weighted accumulative GPA.
- Found on transcripts

o Timeline:
— Schedule College Visits

- Complete applications by December

— Submit FAFSA in October 2017 using 2016 taxes
 Watch for Financial Aid Night in the fall




Letters of Recommendation

« Ask the person if he/she will write you a positive letter of recommendation.

« If there is form, make sure you fill out the student section before giving the
form to the person

« Suggest a theme or focus for the letter or give a copy of the scholarship
information

o Provide a resume

« Provide the form and a stamped, addressed envelope for each letter you
want sent

« Write a note of thanks to the writer of your recommendation(s)

« Make sure you inform the people of your application process or scholarship
award

« Give at least 2 weeks notice - it takes time to write a good letter of
recommendation
