CLASS RULES AND PROCEDURES FOR TECHNOLOGY FOUNDATIONS
1. Treat others the way you want to be treated.  This means in order to get respect, you must give respect.

2. Go to restroom before entering the room.   You will not be allowed to leave room unless it is a serious emergency. 

3. As you enter the room place your backpacks (and purses) in the designated area of the room. 
4. Take your seat immediately and begin assignments.

5. Tardy. Anyone not seated and working when tardy bell rings will be counted tardy.  Remember 3 tardies = 1 absence.

6. Work, Listen, and Follow directions at all times!  In order to be successful you must pay attention at all times. 

7. Raise your hand for permission to speak or leave your seat.  Pencils should be sharpened as you enter room.  Garbage thrown away on your way out.

8. No food, drinks, gum or candy are to be open in the LAB.  This is a school wide policy, AND VERY IMPORTANT IN THE COMPUTER LAB.

9.  Missed Assignments:  It is your responsibility to ask for make-up work. (refer to handbook)

10.  Announcements: Anytime the intercom comes on, I expect silence!  We all need to hear the information. 

11.  Mind your own business!  This class is a place to learn! Do not interrupt the learning process for anyone.  This means verbal outburst and note passing are not tolerated.  If you can't say anything nice, don't say anything at all!!!!

Discipline will be taken very seriously and handled promptly in the classroom.  Strike 1: You will be reminded that your actions are inappropriate. Strike 2:  You will stop working on your computer, and you will perform written work. Strike 3: You will be paddled.  If a student has a recurring misbehavior, he or she will be asked to leave class so that other students may be entitled to a positive learning environment.  Leaving class means an office referral or ISS, which is a very serious matter. 
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
