Expectations:

The goal of this class is to enable students to understand the development of the United States by examining connections to the past in order to prepare for the future as participating members of a democratic society. Students will examine political, economic, technological, and social developments of the United States with an emphasis on North Carolina from the exploration period through modern times.
Materials required for everyday class:
· One 1-inch binder

· Binder tabs (5)

· Composition notebook

· Paper/pencils
· Highlighters (suggested)
· Expo marker (suggested)

Absences/Missed Work:

It is the student’s responsibility to check in with me if they miss school during the school year to receive missing work. Students will be provided with the same number of days that they are absent to complete missing work or make up a test. If a student is out for a prolonged time, I will work with that student. Please have a parent/guardian contact me either by email or phone if this is the case.  
Late Work:

Students will have up to five class days to submit late work after the due date for an assignment/homework/etc. For each day it is late, a full letter grade will be deducted (i.e.- one day late, the highest a student can earn is an 89 B, two days late will result in a 79 C, etc). It is up to the student to hand in their work to the teacher. If a student does not submit their work, their name will be written on the late board as well as a reminder until five days have passed, upon which time their name will be erased.
Grading Policy:

Major Grades-60%
· Tests, projects, writing assignments will either be taken from a 100 point scale or based on a rubric handed out to the student on the day the project or presentation is distributed. 
Minor Grades-30%
· Quiz, classwork, small project points will vary. Dates of quizzes and small projects will be announced ahead of time. Unless otherwise stated, classwork will be due by the end of class time. 
Homework-10%
· Homework will be assigned with the due date posted on the board and in the daily power points.  If a student is absent the day the homework is due, the student will be given the number of days absent to turn in their work for full credit (i.e.- if a student is sick for three days, the student will be given three full days to turn in their work before late points will be taken off). 
Cheating Policy: 

I take cheating of any sort in this class very seriously and personally.  If you cheat on any assignment, you will receive a zero for that assignment and will be referred to the school director for the consequences appropriate for an honor code violation.  Cheating includes, but is not limited to:

· Copying someone else’s work or allowing your work to be copied (unless sharing data).
· Plagiarism (copying from a book, magazine, or internet site)

· Talking during or using unauthorized notes on a quiz or test

Cell Phone Policy:
Cell phones should not be visible or used in the classroom.  Should I see a cell phone out, I will confiscate the device and it may be retrieved at the end of the class period. A second offense will lead to me confiscating the phone and have it placed in the school safe as well as contacting your parent. It may be retrieved at the end of the day. If there happens to be a third incident, the phone will be confiscated and a parent will be called to come to the school to pick it up.
