Goals:

The AP Psychology is a year-long course designed to introduce students to the systematic and scientific study of human behavior and experience. Students are exposed to the psychological facts, principles, and phenomena associated with each of the major subfields within psychology. Students will learn about the ethics and methods psychologists use in their science and practice. The course provides a college level foundation in Psychology, preparing students to take the AP Exam. 

The AP psychology course is intended to provide the scope and level of academic accomplishment expected in a college introductory course.  Students should expect a work load similar to what they would have if they were to take this course at the college level. This includes extensive reading, active involvement in class discussions and activities, and taking notes. This course will prepare students to successfully complete the AP Psychology Exam.

The objectives of this course:

· Cover all concepts outlined in the Advanced Placement Psychology Course Description.
· Students learn about the explorations and discoveries made by psychologists over the past century.
· Students assess the differing approaches adopted by psychologists, including the biological, behavioral, cognitive, humanistic, psychodynamic, and socio-cultural perspectives.
· Most important, students come to an appreciation of how psychologists think (or at least an appreciation of the kind of critical analysis that psychologists espouse and hope to model in their words and actions).

Absences/Missed Work:

Late Work Policy: 

Advance Placement courses are designed to prepare students to be successful in college. As in college, AP students are expected to have read assigned materials and be prepared to discuss information in class. Students are also responsible for completing any assignments by the designated due dates and times, and if a student is absent, the work will be due the next school day they are present. If a student misses a test, quiz, or other in-class assignment due to an absence, they have until the end of the week they return to see me about making up the work. After one week, any work that is not made up or scheduled to be made up will result in a zero for the assignment.
Grading Policy:

Major Grades-60%
· Tests, major projects, f.r.q.’s will either be taken from a 100 point scale or based on a rubric handed out to the student on the day the project or f.r.q. is distributed. 

Minor Grades-30%
· Quizzes, classwork, small project points will vary. Dates of quizzes and small projects will be announced ahead of time. Unless otherwise stated, classwork will be due by the end of class time. 
Homework-10%
· Homework will be to read and take proper notes on daily readings assigned, as well as to complete study guides in preparation for their tests. Late homework will not be accepted unless with an excused absence. 

Cheating Policy: 

I take cheating of any sort in this class very seriously and personally.  If you cheat on any assignment, you will receive a zero for that assignment and will be referred to the school director for the consequences appropriate for an honor code violation.  Cheating includes, but is not limited to:

· Copying someone else’s work or allowing your work to be copied (unless sharing data).

· Plagiarism (copying from a book, magazine, or internet site)

· Talking during or using unauthorized notes on a quiz or test

Cell Phone Policy:
