Course Description:

French III/IV (Advanced French) is a combined French Civilization course designed for students who wish to broaden and extend their understanding of French.  Much of the course will focus on use of the fundamentals of grammar, culture and literature learned in previous courses.  Literature, novel studies, conversation, readings and online resources will be employed in the course; students will be expected to develop a strong working knowledge of French. Students are expected to make serious efforts to speak only French in French class. French IV students have leadership roles in the combined class, in addition to assignments given specifically to them. Each level is graded on its own merit.
Goals:
1. Promote the French language and culture of the francophone world

2. Endow the student with the advanced grammar and vocabulary of the French language

3. Enhance the understanding of grammar of the student’s primary language

4. Develop a creative writing/translation style in French

5. Introduce the student to French civilization and classic French art & literature.
