WHy RDS?

➢ You won’t get State financial aid without it
➢ You won’t be considered as an in-state applicant without it
➢ Do this before submitting apps so that you can include your 

RCN number with your application if required. You will 
need Soc Sec.#, Tax info & Driver’s license or Car 
Registration



4. Round up the 
essential paperwork!

What is the essential paperwork?
➢ transcript
➢ resume
➢ Test scores
➢ Recommender and counselor contact info
➢ Parent info
➢ Login usernames/passwords
➢ RCN number



5. Prepare your essay(s)



thoughtful * grammatically correct * well-edited
* genuine * illuminating *

NOT a recitation of your resume

Your essay should be….

Your essay is your opportunity to 
most directly tell the admissions 

Staff who you are and why you 
should be accepted



6. Okay, now it’s time to 
get those apps in! 

(have someone else look over it before you submit!)

7. Submit your supporting 
documents



➢

Got your app submitted? 
 You’re not done yet!

Send…
➢ Transcript (s)
➢ Test scores
➢ Recommendations if Requested
➢ Interview if requested
➢ CSS Profile if requested

Check your email and application portals regularly!



How will I submit my Fike transcript?!? 
➢ Is it a common App Application?

○ You will submit your counselor contact info on the student portal
○ Your counselor will upload your transcript-no cost

➢ Is it a North Carolina College, but not a common App Application?
○ You will send your transcript through your CFNC account-no cost
○ CFNC

➢ Is it an Out of State College, but not a Common App Application?
○ You will tell your counselor where you need a transcript sent to  and we will send 

a paper copy OR
○ That college will use a service such as SENDedu that enables us to upload a 

transcript-also no cost!

What about my Wilson Community College Transcript?
You will send a WCC transcript through the WCC records office…...

➔ At time of application if requested (App State, UNCW)
➔ At any point in the application process, if requested
➔ At the end of your senior year so that your credit can be considered for transfer

How are WCC Transcripts Requested?
➔ In person at the Community College in room F100
➔ Requested by mail (Request form available in the Counseling Office)
➔ Requested electronically via the WCC website
➔ There is a per transcript fee for all WCC transcript requests



How will I submit my Test Scores?!? 
➢ SAT

○ You will send your scores through the College Board website
○ $12 per score report that can cover multiple test dates, free if you tested with a 

fee waiver
○ You can also send up to 4 score reports for free if you list those colleges at the 

time you register for the test

➢ ACT
○ You will send your transcript through the ACT website
○ $13 per score report per test date

➢ Your application will not be complete until scores are received!



8. Complete the FAFSA
 (otherwise known as the Free Application for Federal Student Aid!)

Scholarships/Honors 



➢

Types of Scholarships

➢ Merit Based
○ Based on student accomplishment in general or specific areas

➢ Need Based
○ Based on financial need

➢ Institution based
➢ Major Specific
➢ Related to group membership such as NHS, FBLA, etc
➢ Legacy Specific for children of Alums
➢ Other Factors such as children of Service members, etc.
