SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT

*1.  Superintendent Update
Mr. Kornegay reported the front step is completed and the job was well done.  The new step has accentuated the need to paint the front wall.  Mr. Kornegay stated KDP Developer’s bid will be up for Board acceptance for the septic project.  Their bid was not the lowest; the lowest bid had flaws that, since the project is tied to grant funding, could not be overlooked.  He added the bids went under attorney review.  Mrs. Gangemi asked when the work would start.  Mr. Kornegay replied June 14.  Mr. Beers asked if the net cost would be around $42,000.  Mr. Kornegay replied yes. 
Mr. Kornegay gave a presentation about LinkIt and assessments.  He talked about assessment meetings.  Dr. Furmanski asked if benchmarking is limited.  Mr. Kornegay replied at this time yes.  He discussed student profiles and parent reports.  Dr. Furmanski asked if enrichment can be combined with individual instruction.  Mr. Kornegay discussed parent-teacher goal setting and parent focus group discussions.  He discussed the work being done on the class schedule for 2016-2017.  He stated enrichment is connected to curriculum.  He noted there is much work to do on the schedule.  Mr. Kornegay discussed reading levels and lexile scores.  Dr. Furmanski asked if there will be information by the end of June.  Mr. Kornegay replied yes.
