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FUNDRAISING BY OUTSIDE ORGANIZATIONS

Any requests from civic institutions or special interest groups that involve students must be carefully reviewed by the Board of Education to ensure that such requests promote the interest of the students without advancing the name, product or special interest of the particular group.

Any outside organization wishing to solicit funds on school property must receive permission to do so from the Board of Education.  Only those organizations whose purpose is consistent with the goals of this district and the interests of this community shall be considered.  Visiting organizations shall operate in accordance with Board policies and regulations 1250 “School Visitors” and 1330 “Use of School Facilities”.

All materials or activities proposed by outside sources for staff or student use or participation shall be reviewed by the Chief School Administrator prior to recommendation to the Board. The Chief School Administrator shall determine the time, place and such a manner in which the activity shall take place so as not to interfere with the orderly operation of the district.

Approval by the Board shall not constitute an endorsement of the group or its interest.
