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USE OF SCHOOL FACILITIES

The Board of Education believes that the school facilities of this district should be available for community purposes provided that such use does not interfere with the educational programs of the school.  The Chief School Administrator shall approve or disallow the use of school facilities when such permission has been requested in writing.

In weighing competing interests for the use of facilities, the Board will give priority in the following order:

1. Uses and groups directly related to the school and the operations of the school including school activities

2. Uses and organizations indirectly related to the school including school-connected organizations, such as the parent-teacher group or education foundation

3. Califon Borough Recreation sponsored activities

4. Community organizations formed for charitable, civic, social, or educational purposes

5. Other organizations whose services will be of ultimate value to the school and its related programs

6. Other uses by fee.

Organizations or Groups who qualify under items 1 through 5 above shall not be assessed fees on weekdays when school is in session.

The use of school facilities shall not be granted for the advantage of a commercial or profit-making organization or private social function without full prior disclosure.  The Chief School Administrator shall assess appropriate fees for each such request.

The Chief School Administrator shall develop procedures by which permission shall be granted for the use of school facilities and shall promulgate rules and regulations for such use, which shall include:

1. The maintenance of a master calendar

2. All activities must terminate by 9:00 p.m. or the end of the custodial shift, whichever occurs later (a fee will be assessed for custodial overtime if necessary)

3. Each user shall present a certificate of liability insurance naming the Califon Borough Board of Education as additional insured

4. Each user shall agree to assume all liability for injury to persons or damage to property sustained during or as a consequence of the use of the Board’s premises and execute a hold harmless agreement in which the Board is relieved of all such liability

5. Each user shall acknowledge and agree to be bound by the policies and rules of this district

When appropriate, fees for custodial overtime shall be assessed as follows:

Head Custodian:

Weekdays:  1x head custodian’s hourly rate


Saturdays: 1.5x head custodian’s hourly rate

Sundays: 2x head custodian’s hourly rate

Regular Custodian:

Weekdays:  1x regular custodian’s hourly rate


Saturdays: 1.5x regular custodian’s hourly rate

Sundays: 2x regular custodian’s hourly rate
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
