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INSURANCE MANAGEMENT

The Board of Education recognizes its responsibility under law to insure the replacement value of the property of the school district, both real and personal, against loss or damage by fire and expressly extends such insurance coverage to loss or damage caused by theft, water, glass breakage, explosion, boiler failure, smoke, windstorm, and vandalism.

The Board of Education recognizes that officers and employees of the district are exposed to certain risks in the course of performing their duties and will provide insurance coverage against losses that may be incurred by such risks.

The Board shall, in accordance with law, insure employees of the school district against injury and death arising out of or in the course of their employment.  The Board shall provide appropriate insurance for the indemnification of Board Members and employees from damages, losses, and costs incurred as a result of a civil suit brought against any such persons for acts or omissions arising out of and in the course of their employment or position with this Board, and for the costs of defense against any criminal prosecution for any such act or omission when such prosecution is dismissed or results in a final disposition favorable to the officer or employee.

The Board shall also insure against any liability arising out of the use of motor vehicles by an employee of the district in the performance of district business, and insure against any major liability arising from the use of a motor vehicle by a person duly appointed by the Board to transport pupils and while in the course of such transportation.

In obtaining property insurance coverage, the Board shall be guided by the price of the coverage, the ability of the insurer to meet obligations promptly and fully, the reputation and past performance of the insurer’s agent.

The School Business Administrator/Board Secretary shall review the insurance program of the district annually, consider alternatives and report recommendations to the Board.
